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DESCRIPTION 

 
A study of angels including the doctrine of holy angels, Satan, and demons; a study of the 
Church, its beginning, nature, importance, officers, and ordinances; a study of the doctrine of 
prophecy and predictive revelation, both fulfilled and unfulfilled, with emphasis on the nature of 
the Rapture, the Tribulation, and the Millennial Kingdom. 

 
This course is offered in two formats: in-person and online. Students registered for in-person 

attend the classes in person. Online students attend the classes via the online classroom. For 

both in-person and online students, assignments and interaction outside of the class period are 

done in the learning management system.
